1. The goal of your project and the reasons you chose this goal
2. A summary of the original proposal and how the plan changed as the project progressed
3. The results of your action project — What happened?
4. Final reflections on the process and outcome of the project

Every team member must have an equal part in the presentation.•	
The presentation should be 8 to 10 minutes in length.•	
Use a multimedia presentation program such as Microsoft PowerPoint to present your information.•	
Use visual aids to illustrate what you did for the project (outside of PowerPoint).•
